CPCMS/JUSTICE PARTNER PROJECTS
County Integration Project:
The Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts (AOPC) has established a comprehensive, GJXDM compliant message product named the Court Case Event.  The Court Case Event provides a standard, extensive data extract from court systems based on a distinct docket entry event, such as a case initiation, warrant, or disposition.  Court Case Event messages are published with little or no latency.

The CJIEP project has been a cooperative effort of participants from the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency (PCCD), the County Commissioners Association of Pennsylvania (CCAP), the Administrative Office of the Pennsylvania Courts (AOPC), the Pennsylvania Justice Network (JNET), selected counties, and supporting contractors.  Allegheny, Lancaster and Warren Counties agreed to participate, representing a large, mid-size and small county in terms of population and volume of crime.  The project team conducted a Justice Information Exchange Model (JIEM) analysis effort in each county, focused on a sub-section of information exchanges that occur within the county level criminal justice process between the county Jail, District Attorney (DA), Adult Probation (AP) and Court of Common Pleas Clerk of Courts/Court Administration agencies.  
Communication between the state and county systems is established through Pennsylvania’s Justice Network (JNET) and uses a service oriented architecture approach to provide the information to the county. The contents of the five-piloted information exchanges are all extracted from the AOPC CPCMS generated Court Case Event message published through JNET to the receiving agencies’ Web services.  
Warren County’s Adult Probation and Parole Department began processing the Court Case Event messages automatically into their legacy system.  Lancaster Jail continues in production with the bind case over exchange into its legacy system.   Allegheny County is in the pilot phase with PCCD and CCAP as the third pilot county with a DA interface.

PSI Project:

Criminal Justice practitioners have a business need to review existing pre-sentence investigation (PSI) reports; court sentencing, offender supervision and conditions, and prison classification.  The goal of this project is to improve the exchange of relevant (and available) pre-sentence investigation information via JNET for use by designated and entitled Courts, the DOC and PBPP.  During the first phase of this project, AOPC will publish a new Court Case Event Message to the JNET Messaging infrastructure.  JNET will subscribe and store the event message in a JNET provided database, and provide authorized JNET users with a new JNET web application to search against the docket entries of “Ordered” and “Filed” PSIs.
Warrant Tracking Database:
The AOPC deployed a centralized, web-based warrant search application.  This system, available for CP Secure Web Docket Sheet users and deployed through JNET and the UJS Portal, will provide MDJS and CPCMS warrant information.  The database includes all active warrants from those systems, as well as those warrants that have been in an active status for the previous year.  The warrant database currently includes all MDJS-based summary warrants including the Pittsburgh Municipal Court and CPCMS warrants for those counties that have migrated to the new statewide system.  Specific information available from the new application includes a warrant report and the CPCMS Docket Sheets and MDJ Docket Sheets.  
PSP Warrant Project:
AOPC, JNET and PSP are participating in a project to provide electronically, warrant information from the MDJS and CPCMS systems for direct entry of this information into CLEAN and NCIC.  A new criminal complaint form is being designed to meet the needs for NCIC warrant entry.  
Disposition Reporting:

Project staff is working with PSP on the electronic reporting of disposition information through an updated LivePost II message.  The PSP project schedule is under review 
County ER Reporting:

AOPC has been working with JNET to consume the County ER confinement information.  DOC and County ER information is being imported on a daily basis.  Changes continue to be made to get more detailed information and a higher percentage of matches.  AOPC is also working with DOC to get bulk check information electronically.

Attorney General:

AOPC is working with the Attorney General’s office to provide MDJS and CPCMS information on the Tobacco Enforcement initiative and compliance with Megan’s Law statutes.

PennDOT:
PennDOT has informed AOPC that it plans to begin testing the electronic transfer of license suspension information during the third quarter of this year.

Auditor General:

AOPC continues to work with the Auditor General to provide accounting data from the MDJS and CPCMS systems for county audits.
Requests for information from Legislature:
AOPC continues to get numerous requests for information from the MDJS and CPCMS systems to support legislative initiatives.  Information reported is based on data within these two systems.
